Central Auditory Processing Disorder (CAPD)

The Lewis School may be bestknown as aresource and advocate for students with Dys-
lexia, but our understanding of learning differences goes beyond Dyslexia. Our multi-
sensory approach addresses the needs of students with Central Auditory Processing
Disorder (CAPD), as well as Attention Descit. The CAPD diagnosis may be relatively
unfamiliartofamilies. However, the symptomsoft hisdisordermaybeverywell-known.
A recent article in the New York Times entitled, “Little-Known Disorder Can Take a
Tollon Learning,” suggests that 2 to 5 percent of children with CAPD are undiagnosed,
or misdiagnosed with attention descit. A misdiagnosis is understandable when pos-
sible signs of CAPD include: inability to focus attention or remain “on task” for an ap-
propriate period of time; distractibility caused by extraneous sounds in the classroom
and elsewhere; or inability to block out background noise and attend to a single voice.
The National Institute on Deafness and Other Communication Disorders (NIDCD)
describes auditory processing as “what happens when your brain recognizes and
interprets the sounds around you. Humans hear when energy that we recognize as
sound travels through the ear and is changed into electrical information that can be in-
terpreted by the brain. The ‘disorder’ part of auditory processing disorder means that
something is adversely affecting the processing or interpretation of the information.”
In a classroom, this translates into a child whose parents mistakenly label the child
as lazy or inattentive. He may be a discipline problem or a day dreamer. Reassur-
ingly, CAPD is not a reeection of a child’s intelligence or aptitude for dynamic and
creative thinking. It merely resects a learning weakness and a need to develop the
mechanics of auditory processing that allow him/her to communicate these abilities.

Classroom-based instruction at The Lewis School addresses the needs of students
with CAPD by concentrating on building sequential memory, immediate recall, au-
ditory discrimination skills, and the ability to follow oral directions. By introducing
these skills in a group setting, we provide students with a familiar and comfort-
able environment to increase auditory focus and decrease auditory distractibility.
Our classroom-based instruction integrates multisensory technigues to develop
and strengthen the students’ communication needs in order to achieve optimal
speech and language competency for educational, social and everyday situations.
